No  other  plants  were  affected  and  no  products

were  affected.  Foster  Farms  shifted  production  to  its  other

California  plants  during  this  time.  Foster  Farms  shares  a

common  goal  with  the  USDA-­FSIS  of  contributing  to  a  safe

food  supply,  as  we  have  done  since  1939.
